Special Lecture Series---Wisdom as Practical Theology
By SEOW CHOON-LEONG, PH.D.
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The Wisdom Literature of the Old Testament—Proverbs, Job, and Ecclesiastes—has long been a neglected part of the canon. To some, it is the most secular part of the Bible. Yet, it contents a wealth of insights for contemporary theological reflection and for the ministry of the church. This lecture series, directed at both clergy and laity, will introduce this body of literature as Scripture that touch in a very practical way the life of contemporary Christians.

Interpreting the Book of Job

The Book of Job is one of the most popular in the Old Testament. It has been represented in Jewish and Christian literature, sacred and even popular music, and there over two thousand artistic representations from around the world of its characters and stories. Yet, it has also been recognized as the singularly most difficult books of the Bible. Not only is the language difficult, it also raises challenging hermeneutical and theological questions for everyone who tries to understand it. This course will explore the broad issues of the book’s background, literary style and cohesion, and theological and ethical content. We will also focus on a careful reading of selected portions of the book, with due attention to theological and pastoral implication of the book.
